One of my major inspirations is the school of “I Macchiaioli” (pronounced mah-key-
ay-OH-li) a movement akin to impressionism that began in Florence:

The young Macchiaioli studied French artists such as Ingres, Corot and Delacroix. The
young painters included Telemaco Signorini and Serafino De Tivoli, Cristiano Banti , and
Vincenzo Cabianca. They were Vito D,Ancona, Raffaello Sernesi, Giuseppe Abbati and
Odoardo Borrani, and Giovanni Fattori among others.

The "post-Macchiaioli” painters (1880-1920) were students of Fattori, Lega, and Tommasi.
Painters like Egisto Ferroni, Niccold Cannicci, Ulvi Liegi, Francesco Gioli, Adolfo, Angiolo e
Ludovico Tommasi ,Giorgio Kienerk, Plinio Nomellini and Raffaello Gambogi as well as the
"Labronici" group: Benvenuto Benvenuti ,Mario Cocchi,Cafiero Filippelli ,Giovanni Marzo,
Renato Natali, and Gino Romiti. The latter two artists were well represented in the bar.
